A spiritual gift is an ability given by the Holy Spirit to express our faith 
effectively for the building up of The Body of Christ and of another’s 
faith.  
 

Spiritual Gifts 
1 Now, dear brothers and sisters, regarding your question about the special 
abilities the Spirit gives us. I don’t want you to misunderstand this. 1 
Corinthians 12:1 NLT 
 
WE GO TO GOD’S WORD FOR UNDERSTANDING AND GUIDANCE. 
12 For the word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest 
two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between joint and marrow. 
It exposes our innermost thoughts and desires. 13 Nothing in all creation is 
hidden from God. Everything is naked and exposed before his eyes, and he 
is the one to whom we are accountable. Hebrews 4:12-13 NLT 
 

• We believe in the sufficiency of scripture. 

• Scripture is enough. 
• The Son of God is revealed through the Word of God.  

• The Spiritual Gifts are identified and encouraged in God’s Word. 
 

4 There are different kinds of spiritual gifts, but the same Spirit is the source 
of them all. 5 There are different kinds of service, but we serve the same 
Lord. 6 God works in different ways, but it is the same God who does the 
work in all of us. 7 A spiritual gift is given to each of us so we can help each 
other. 1 Corinthians 12:4-7 NLT 
 

11 It is the one and only Spirit who distributes all these gifts. He alone decides 
which gift each person should have. 1 Corinthians 12:11 NLT 
 
 

• Only believers have spiritual gifts. 

• You can’t earn or work for a spiritual gift. 

• The Holy Spirit decides what gifts I get. 

• I am to develop the gifts God gives me. 

• It’s a sin to waste the gifts God gave me. 

• Using my gifts honors God and builds up the Body of Christ.
