e Livein grace - “Forgive us... as we forgive”

e Spiritual guidance - “Don’t let us yield to temptation”

Prayer is not just asking—it’s aligning your heart with God’s
priorities.

Fasting is about humbling yourself before God, not advertising your
spirituality.

Teaching about Money and Possessions — Matthew 6:19-34 NLT

e What do your priorities reveal about your treasure?

e If your vision is clear—fixed on God—your life fills with light.

e If your vision is clouded—consumed by greed, comparison,
or distraction—your life fills with darkness.

“No one can serve two masters... You cannot serve both God and
money.”
e Jesus doesn’t say “should not” — He says cannot.

“Seek the Kingdom of God above all else, and live righteously, and
He will give you everything you need.”
e Instead of chasing stuff — seek God.
e Instead of obsessing over needs — pursue righteousness.
e Instead of fearing the future — trust God.

Next steps for me today...
e Invest in what lasts—God’s kingdom, people, and purpose.
e Fix your eyes on God, not on distractions or comparisons.
e Release worry and trust in our Heavenly Father who knows
our needs.
